Retail Business Establishment Operating Hours

Section 1.2 of the Retail Business Holidays Act allows a municipal council to enact a by-law
exempting an entire municipality from the Retail Business Holidays Act, providing that the said
by-law adopted pursuant to Section 148 of the Municipal Act, 2001 requires that one or more
classes of retail business establishments be closed on at least one holiday.

In Clarence-Rockland, all Retail Business Establishments, unless exempted, have to be closed
and remain closed:
¢ Monday to Saturday from 10:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m.;
e Sunday from 9:00 p.m. to 7:00 a.m.; and
¢ All holidays (New Year’s Day, Good Friday, Easter Sunday, Canada Day, Labour Day,
Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day)
